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The research paper will count as two test grades. The paper itself will be one test grade and the bibliography the other.  You will be researching the characteristics of the quest archetype and applying it to at least three works (they may be a literary works, Biblical and mythological stories, or films—at least one must NOT be a film).    You are to write an essay of at least eight paragraphs (about 5-8 pages) defining the traits of the quest archetype and analyzing its use in three works.  You need a minimum of four sources for your topic.  Paraphrases and quotations need parenthetical notes.  Refer to the Holy Cross Style Sheet on my SharePoint site for the format and punctuation of parenthetical notes as well as the format for the paper.  You can follow the bibliographic examples in the style sheet or use (and this is what I recommend you do) www.easybib.com. You need to use MLA format.  You need to remember to click the button that puts your bibliography in word format before you print if you use the easy bib site. If you have the latest version of Word, you may do it there also.

Most, if not all, of this assignment can be completed when we are working in the Media Center.  Meet in the Media Center on designated days and save your work to your server account.  The easybib has a feature that lets you save and return to your bibliography.

Step 1: Research and take notes on the characteristics of the quest archetype. Put the notes in your own words. Write down the source and page number for each of your notes.  Be sure to identify each of the sources used because you may be using more than one source.

Step 2: Decide on the five most important characteristics of the quest.
Step 3:  Choose three works of literature or film (remember that one must NOT be a film) that embody these five characteristics and write down how they do.  You may use works in our textbook but you still have to include them in the bibliography.  If you are choosing films you should look for the scripts online for specific information and quotations to support your ideas.  

Step 4:  Make a chart that shows your five characteristics of the quest and your examples.

Start writing:

Pargraph1:  The introduction must include your topic, some general information about the quest, and what three works you are analyzing.  You need to identify the author (producer), title, genre, and plot of each of the three works.  Your last sentence is your thesis and should be your one sentence specific response to the topic. It should cover the main points of your paper in one sentence.
Paragraph2:  Write a complete explanation of the characteristics of the quest and which are most important. Put a parenthetical note after any information you found when researching even if you aren’t quoting the original. If you are quoting the original, then you need both quotation marks and a parenthetical note.

Paragraphs 3:  Write a paragraph that examines and analyzes the way three works exemplify that particular trait. Be sure to identify source information with parenthetical notes. Be sure to write a topic sentence and be very specific with your examples.

Paragraphs 5-7:  Do the same thing as above with the other traits.

Paragraph 8:  Write a conclusion. Sum up your main ideas and restate your thesis.

Bibliography:  You must list in the bibliography at least 4 sources that you actually used in the paper.

_____(15 points) Paragraph 2 defines the quest and describes its characteristics.

_____(50 points) Paragraphs 3-7 each deal with a different aspect of the quest and how it is seen in three works, one of which cannot be a film.

_____(5 points) Paragraph 6 is the conclusion. You sum up your main points and restate your thesis.

_____(15 points) Grammar, tenses, parenthetical notes and organization errors lose points here.

_____(-10) Late papers lose 10 points each day they are late.

Bibliography Grade____

_____(40 points) Minimum of 4 sources used. Sources must be used in paper and not just listed here.
_____(5 points)  Entries are alphabetical by last name and not numbered.

_____(5 points) Entries begin at the margin and lines after the first of each entry are indented.

_____(50 points)  Other errors in punctuation and missing information lose points here.

_____(-10 points)  Late bibliographies lose 10 points each day they are late.
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
