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Course Description


This course, Creating a Christian Lifestyle, is designed to aid students in facing the challenges of young adulthood so that they can shape a future that is hopeful, healthy, and full.  This belief that underlies this course is, quite properly, that a Christian lifestyle is the optimal way to grow and to be fully alive. The second course is World Religions which is designed to aid students in understanding the differences in religion and building a greater appreciation of the different religions around us.





World Religions will investigate the theological and cultural richness found in the various world religions.  This study promotes respect and tolerance.  It also deepens the students' understanding  of their own Christian faith as they see the differences and similarities between their own faith and the beliefs and practices of others.

Cheating

Turn in class assignments on time.
