Analyzing Movie Posters Project

You will be working in small groups of no more than 3 to complete this project. You may use the posters you have already found or add to them. The holistic project rubric will apply. As always spelling and grammar are important considerations.
Scenario:

The group is responsible for making a presentation to investors for a television channel that is devoted exclusively to their genre.  The investors have tons of money but have no knowledge of the genre you have chosen.  You are to make a power point to convince them to create your channel.  You may use another electronic format if you discuss it with me and I okay it.
The power point should be visually pleasing. Remember not to put too much material on any one slide. Try to use parallelism on slides with lists as much as possible.

Requirements of the power point:

1. You need a title slide(s) with the name of your channel and the members of your group.

2. You need a slide that defines your genre.

3. You need a slide or slides describing the characteristics of your genre.

4. You need at least 5 movie posters for films that would be featured on this channel.
5. The appeal of each movie poster must be analyzed for your investors.  This analysis should show how the posters appeal to viewers by their use of images, titles, tag lines, and star power. Be sure to consider characteristics of movie poster discussed in class.

6. You also need to find one movie that doesn’t obviously fit the genre and argue for its inclusion.

7. You need a concluding slide summarizing the main points of your argument. You may also include box office sales and other stats in your argument.

8. You need a final slide including your sources.
