Rubric for Projects

A projects are creative, thorough and insightful. They stand out in terms of thought, neatness, accuracy and research.  They are creative and meaningful. They fulfill all of the requirements of the project and attempt to take them further if possible. They are accurate with spelling and grammar.

B projects may not be as creative or have as much style as the A ones.  They are still mostly grammatical and accurate.  They may not carry out the requirements in as much detail as the A ones.

C projects are average.  They fulfill most of the requirements but in a less in depth fashion than the A and B ones.  They have more errors as well.

D projects fulfill few of the requirements. They are often superficial and full of errors.

F projects show no understanding of the assignment; they fulfill almost no requirements and are often messy and riddled with errors. They look thrown together.
