You need to make a movie poster for a new version of Twelve Angry Men only this time you have Twelve Angry Women.  You need to decide on 12 actresses for the parts and be able to defendant them in class. All twelve need to be named and shown on the poster. The poster should also have some sort of significant background and a catchy phrase or slogan.  The poster should be done completely on the computer and printed out in a large format which can be done at a place like Staples.  Posters that are not done on computer or are not in large format will lose points.

A posters:

The posters are neat, visually attractive, and have all of the required elements put together into a creative whole.  The spelling and grammar are accurate. The posters are done on computer and are printed out in large format.  The student can explain why certain actresses were chosen for certain roles.

B posters:

The posters may not be as neat or creative as the A poster and may contain some errors. B posters may be done on the computer in whole or part.  Students may be able to explain only why some of their choices made.

C posters:

These posters are missing some require element and are only on small paper or completely hand done. They may not be as creative. There may not be a picture of each actresses.  The labeling may not be as neat.  The explanations may not be as clear.

D posters:

These posters lack creativity and necessary elements. Students did not follow directions and cannot explain their decisions.

F posters:

Posters are not turned in or are missing most of the required elements.  Students offer no explanations for their choices.
