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Honors English 2

You are to choose one of the following options. You may work alone or in groups of up to three people  As customary, late projects lose ten points each day they are late.

Option 1:

You have been chosen as the director of the movie version of Night.  You are storyboarding the movie preview in Windows Moviemaker.  It should be about 3-5 minutes long.  It should include visuals that you think hint at the story to come and catch the view’s interest. In addition to the visuals, you need to choose music that is appropriate to the theme and material in Elie Wiesel’s Holocaust memoir. You need titles and so on (you may choose actors but you may use unknowns or just not advertise their names). Finally, you need to think of some overriding theme or issue to emphasize in the preview, such as the use of night as a motif and in both the literal and figurative sense. That is only one option, but you may certainly think of your own.  Please use correct MLA format—see bibme.com, easybib.com, or word for assistance. .  You must save your moviemaker file as a movie file (if you save it as a project you will only be able to open it on the computer you did it on); I want it on a flash drive or youtube.  Ideally the sound is in the moviemaker file, but if that is too difficult, then you may plug your iPod in with the music, but it should be timed with your movie so it appears that it is with the movie.

Option 2:

You have been chosen to do a documentary on how dehumanization and prejudice leads to attempts at genocide throughout history. You are storyboarding the movie preview in Windows Moviemaker. It should be about 3-5 minutes long and it should include visuals to preview the story and catch the audience’s attention. It also needs music that is appropriate to theme and material.  You need titles and so on.  Finally you need to make sure you are focusing on your theme or issue.  You may use the Holocaust and Rwanda, for example, but there are, unfortunately, many others.  Sources used must be listed in a bibliography at the end. Please use correct MLA format—see bibme.com, easybib.com, or word for assistance. .  You must save your moviemaker file as a movie file (if you save it as a project you will only be able to open it on the computer you did it on); I want it on a flash drive or youtube.  Ideally the sound is in the moviemaker file, but if that is too difficult, then you may plug your iPod in with the music, but it should be timed with your movie so it appears that it is with the movie.

Option 3:

You are to represent visually a literary device, theme or concept and how it is developed in Night.  You need to include the relevant quotations from the book and use a correct parenthetical note with each one. Put a bibliography at the end as well.  You might consider doing the motif of night, concept of dehumanization, examples of irony, Elie as a dynamic character and so on. You may do this in powerpoint, movie maker, 3 d visual, poster format, etc.

Option 4:

You are to develop a glogster site on the book, Night. You may pick a theme or concept or literary device to develop. This is similar to option 3 but here you may also do biographical information on Wiesel or other Holocaust information.  Glogster.com  allows you “to poster yourself,” meaning you can make an interactive internet poster. You can drop in movie clips, audio, photos, text, quotations etc.  You need to post it for public view by calling it Night-your name. You can just do your first name, last or initials—anything that doesn’t identify you totally for cyberspace but allows us to find your glog.  Be prepared to sign in and present it to the class.You also need parenthetical citations and a bibliography of sources, clips, photos, etc used.
Grading:

A projects are creative and thoughtful.  They show research and careful planning, along with meticulous attention to detail.  Visuals and music are synchronized.  They also demonstrate a personal sense of style. Sources are listed at the end in correct format. Quotations have parenthetical notes.

B projects are creative but may not show quite the same attention to detail as the A ones. The music and visuals may not be completely in synch and they may not show as much personal style. Sources are listed but the format may not be totally correct. Quotations are properly punctuated but citations may not perfect.

C projects do not have appropriate music or as much research as the projects with higher grades. They may seem rather ordinary.  They may not be as clearly organized around a theme.  There is less research than in A or B projects. Sources are listed but are incorrectly cited. There are no parenthetical notes for the quotations.

D projects are disorganized and lack crucial components listed in the assignment.  Research and knowledge of the subject matter may be limited. Sources are not listed. Quotations have no punctuation or internal citation.

F projects are disorganized and demonstrate little knowledge of the subject matter.

Late projects lose 10 points each day they are late.
