Article Project

Objective:

Each student will be responsible for producing “copy” for the section of a weekly class newspaper.  Students will be assigned “beats” within sections, and should write weekly articles covering those beats.

Article Criteria:

Each article should be able to adequately cover the story.  This means lengths may vary depending on the depth of the story.  However, all articles should be a minimum of 5-7 paragraphs, written in inverted pyramid format with proper AP style being applied.  All articles must be typed and submitted electronically either via e-mail or student drop-box.  Articles will not be accepted in print form.  Each article must include the following:

· Lead

· Interviews

· Citation in AP format

· Proper grammar

· Proper AP style

· Inverted pyramid format

· Background/research information, properly cited

Plagiarism:

Plagiarism is described as the use of someone else’s work in part or in whole without citation.  Plagiarism may include paraphrasing without citation as well as copying from an online source, print source, or another student.  Plagiarism will not be tolerated and will result in a grade of 0 and disciplinary action for any assignment deemed to be plagiarized.
