1)  Attendance:  It is expected that students will be in class on time and in proper

                           uniform.  When a student is absent from class, for any reason, the

                           student is responsible to secure the class notes and/or assignments

                           for the day/time period missed.

2) Daily Preparation: Students are required to have with them for each class period the 

                            following: textbook, notebook, pen and where it applies a charged

                             laptop.

3) Class work/Homework: The expectation is that all assignments will be completed as
                            assigned and  handed in on the due date.  All assignments will be                      

                            graded and be included in the semester and final averages.  These 

                            assignments together, will be counted as a test grade.  

4) Tests and Quizzes: In each semester there will be a minimum of three tests.

                            Students will have a week to prepare for each test and the material 

                             to be tested will be outlined.  Quizzes will be given with at least
                             a one day warning.  The material to be included on the quiz will

                             be outlined.  The number of quizzes will depend on the level of 

                             understanding demonstrated by the class.  Absence on the day of

                             a quiz or test requires that the student assume the responsibility and

                             arrange for a make-up.  Failure to due so, will result in a zero for 

                             that task at the end of the semester. 

5) Cheating policy: In accordance with the philosophy of Holy Cross cheating is never 

                               condoned and will result in a zero grade for that assignment.  

                               The use of any electronic device during a quiz or a test will result in

                                zero.  To avoid a problem, students have been asked not to bring 

                               any such device into the classroom.

6) Help is available upon request, I ask for at least one day notice to avoid any conflict

                               in scheduling.  

7) The class format is a combination of lecture, question and answer and discussion and

     when it applies, research on the laptops.  All students are expected to offer the same

     level of respect that they expect during the class period.
