CLASS GUIDELINES


 1.

The second half of the semester grade is determined by the Research Paper counting as two test grades. All junior honors students must write a research paper.

Tests and Quizzes:  There will be assessments: tests, written assignments, quizzes and projects given. There will be a 5-point per day penalty for assignments handed in late. After 5 days, the assignment will receive a failing grade.
