Classroom Policies
Cheating:

As stated in the Parent Handbook, a student can violate academic integrity in two ways: plagiarism and/or violating the rules of an assignment. For a more in depth definition of these two terms, please refer to the Parent Handbook, which I will be using to determine if cheating has occurred. If I determine that a student has violated the academic integrity of the assignment the student will fail the assignment, receive a demerit, and be referred to the Dean of Students. 

I take cheating of any type very seriously and will be checking to make sure written work is not taken from any internet source, that students are citing sources, and that students are completing their own work. 

Note on Double Dipping: Double Dipping is a term used to refer to a student using the same project/paper for two different classes. Students are expected to create original works to meet any assignment requirements in my class. If it is discovered that a student has already submitted this work in another class, it will be considered cheating and they will not receive credit for the assignment. Of course, students are allowed to reference previous work and should draw from their experiences in other classes, but assignments should be tailored to the requirements I have set for the class, which cannot be accomplished if old work, in its entirety, is being submitted. 
Late Work:

Late work will be accepted up to a week after the original due date. After that a zero will be entered into the grade book. Assignments will be marked down 10% for every day late, unless students have a note from a parent or doctor explaining why they should be allowed to hand in the assignment late. 
Make-Ups:

If a student is absent the day before a test or quiz, they will still take the test or quiz on the originally scheduled day if they are present. 

Make-ups cannot be made up during class time. Students will need to schedule a time with me when they can make-up the work either during a lunch or flex period or after school. Students are expected to complete make-up work as soon as possible after returning to school. 

Absences:

Students are responsible for getting any information/materials that they missed while they were absent. As the school’s mission statement says, “We believe the school should foster personal responsibility and accountability among its students.” It is important that students be responsible for their education, which includes creating a system to get work missed. Students should check the class website to see what was covered. I will also frequently post class materials on the website. Students should also have a “class buddy” who they can call to find out what the homework was or get a copy of notes from. I am more than happy to talk to students about lessons they missed, but this must be done outside of class time.
