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Course Description

This course is designed for students who have performed at an above average level in mathematics in elementary school. Course content covers the topics of Algebra I in greater depth and at a faster pace, thus providing time for enrichment through the study of optional performance objectives. Optional topics may include algebraic proof, algebraic applications using mathematical modeling, advanced factoring methods, polynomial long division and complex fractions.

· Projects – Some group and individual projects could be given throughout the semester that will pertain to the topic.  If a group project is given, I strongly urge you to keep in constant contact with your partner(s) to make sure the work gets done, and done well.
· Homework – 2 grades a term.  My feeling is that homework is practice. It reinforces what goes on in class and counts toward your grade. More information in next section.

Explanation of Letter Grades
