10. VIOLATION:   a crime less serious than a felony

11.  CONVICTED:    proven guilty of a crime

12.  PENAL:     pertaining to punishment for a crime

13.  JUVENILE:   a person who has not yet reached adulthood

14.  STANDARD:    normal, familiar, and usual.

15.  ARBITRARY:   subject to individual will or judgment

16.  OBJECTION:   statement or announcement presented in opposition

17.  DECLARATION:   guidelines by which all members of a group act or operate

18.  ENCYCLICAL:   a letter written by the Pope to the worldwide church

19.  HUMANE:   merciful, compassionate, kind

20.  EXECUTION:   punishment by putting someone to death
